Terra Nova Testing — Please be sure that your child has two sharpened #2 pencils,

a good breakfast, and is well rested for the tests. This is a new edition and there are
some changes in the testing structure. We are familiarizing the students with the new
test procedures. Please do not plan doctor’s appointments during this time.

Fourth and Eighth grade will be taking a new component called Writing Road Map. This
test will be given on April 28. Parents have already been advised of this new test.

Club Pick-ups - When picking students up after clubs, please park your car on the school side of
Peters Place only. At that time you can also park in the parking lot. If facilitating the parking lot,

School Shoes/Gym Sneakers/Gym Sweats — Students must wear the school shoes at all times unless they
have a pass for some reason.
